 Other parts of mainland China or South Korea, Hong Kong, Japan, Macau, Malaysia, Singapore, 
Taiwan or Thailand  

 Other parts of northern Italy (anywhere north of Pisa, Florence and Rimini), Cambodia, Laos, 
Myanmar or Vietnam  

  
If you have recently travelled to any of these affected areas, please ensure that you do not attend upcoming 
school events (including Parents’ Evening) and alternative measures will be put in place. 

We are reviewing all information and guidance received from Public Health England and the Department for 
Education as it becomes available. We will also be updating our website and will inform you via School 
Gateway of any updates.
